Warm greetings from Momoyama Gakuin University, Japan.
We are hoping this message finds you and your close ones well.

This is to inform you that our application for the Fall 2021 Semester is open now.

The outbreak of the COVID-19 is having a huge impact in Japan and the borders remain closed to
international students. We are closely monitoring the ongoing outbreak of the COVID-19 and will try to be
flexible with application issues.

However, the health and safety of students are our first priority. To protect them, we would like you to
guide your students to understand the measures listed below for the Fall 2021 Semester.

1 Although the entry restrictions by the Japanese government still remain, we will do everything we can to
limit the impact of COVID-19 on the admission process.

Due to the restrictions, your students might face the problems below listed.

(DJapan might extend its suspension of visas.
(@There might be a significant delay in the visa issuing process. (It might affect your class registration)
(3The student's admission might be cancelled due to significant delay in the visa application process.

@ There might be strengthened quarantine measures.(Students will bear the cost for the accommodation

(hotel, etc.) for the required period.They can enter the Momoyama student dorm after the period.)
(®Any students who are affected by entry restrictions (including suspension and delay of visa issuance)

and are not able to come in the arrival period should come to Japan and join classes at Momoyama as
soon as the restrictions are lifted.

All students are required to attend remote orientation before the semester begins.
If students who are affected by the entry restrictions or who are under quarantine are not able to attend

the first day of the class (September 20th ,Monday) they must register and take classes remotely (online
class).

In such cases, students must register for mandatory Japanese classes (6 units/week) and other classes
selected by Momoyama.

* All classes will be held according to Japan Time.

2 Health check

@Health check sheet (body temperature check etc.)



We ask all students who are coming from abroad to check their health condition before coming to
Japan.

The health check sheet will be sent to the students prior to their departure and the sheet must be
submitted to us.

After arrival, they may need to report their health conditions as well.
(2)PCR test result (If the test is not available, the students can submit a certificate

(stating "no COVID-19 symptoms") made by a doctor (In English).

3 We will monitor the situation of the COVID-19 pandemic, and will make the final admission decision 2
months prior to the start of the Spring Semester.

Learning environment: We are planning to go back to normal, face to face in class teaching style. But
there are possibilities of switching back to a hybrid of in class teaching and online classes, or a fully online
classes.

General note for our exchange program:

1. Our Japanese language courses are compulsory (except for those who are judged to have sufficient
Japanese level for our academic courses in Japanese).

2. ALL exchange students must pay the semester fee of 40,000 yen per semester.
3. Rent and semester fee payment.

Rent and semester fee will be collected in cash at the beginning of the semester

4. Momoyama sets an academic requirement from the Fall 2019 Semester.

Please refer to " Requirement for Exchange Students" for the details.

Please also note that all the required documents should be sent to the international centre of Momoyama
Gakuin University by the deadline, April 30, 2021.

If you have problems preparing the documents by the deadline due to the COVID-19 related matters, let us
know.

The number of exchange students (including deferred students) should not exceed the number set in our
exchange agreement.
