Within the framework of the PNRR-TNE International Mobility Programme - IMPACT —
INNOVATIVE MEDITERRANEAN PARTNERSHIP FOR ADVANCING COLLABORATIVE
TEACHING, CUP F81124001310001, coordinated by Universita degli Studi di Roma Tre, with
the participation of the following Italian universities: Universita degli Studi di Cassino e del Lazio
Meridionale, Libera Universita degli Studi "Maria SS. Assunta" - LUMSA, Sapienza Universita
di Roma, Universita degli Studi della Tuscia, Universita per Stranieri di Perugia, and Universita
degli Studi di Roma Tor Vergata - a call for student mobility has been published.

A selection process in each partner institution of the partnership mentioned above is
announced for the assignment of mobility grants for study at the partner universities of the
PNRR-TNE IMPACT - INNOVATIVE MEDITERRANEAN PARTNERSHIP FOR ADVANCING
COLLABORATIVE TEACHING (CUP F81124001310001).

The mobility must be completed by January 2026.

Conditions provided by this call for application may be modified or be subject to integrations,

according to the publication of the Guidelines for Reporting on the PNRR TNE- project issued

by the Ministry of Universities and Research (MUR);

The mobility opportunities must adhere to the following criterion: students from lItalian
universities can only do mobility at a foreign university, while students from foreign partners
must do mobility at an Italian university.

1. Eligible Candidates

Students enrolled in first, second or third-cycle degree (Doctoral) programs at partner
universities of the PNRR/TNE project are eligible to participate in this selection notice.
Students who are already at the host university through other mobility grant programs are
also eligible to participate in this selection process. However, please note that activities and
funding under this program will begin only after the other program and its financial support
have concluded.

Candidates must meet each partner university's academic and language requirements, as
outlined in Article 5 of this selection notice and Appendix A.

Each partner university limits access to a particular level of study (first, second, or third cycle);
therefore, only applications that align with the level of study required by the host university
will be considered.
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2. Duration of Mobility and Allowed Activities

Students' mobility periods must be a minimum of 2 months (60 days), excluding travel time.
Each partner university reserves the right to co-finance extra months of mobility.
Permitted activities during the mobility abroad include:

- Attending courses and workshops;

- Taking exams;

- Research aimed at thesis preparation;
- Laboratory activities;

The mobility cannot last less than 60 consecutive days.
The mobility can start from 01/05/2025
Activity will be confirmed in the Learning Agreement (Appendix C)

3. Host Universities

Applicants may choose up to two destinations from the partner universities listed in Appendix
A: “PNRR/TNE IMPACT: Destinations”, which provides fields of study, levels of study,
maximum period of mobility, special entry requirements, if any and contacts of the supervisor,
for each partner institution.

If your home university has bilateral agreements with foreign partner universities, it is
recommended that you choose one of those universities as the first option (see Appendix B:
“Bilateral Agreements”).

4. Application Submission

After a pre-selection process the candidate will be contacted by the selected host university in
order to finalize the procedure by submitting the following documentation:
e Self-certification or documentation proving enrollment at home university and
completed exams;
e Self-certification of a bachelor's or master’s degree, including the final grade (for
candidates enrolled in a master's degree or PhD program);
Curriculum vitae;
Motivation letter;
o Sufficient language proficiency of one of the languages required by the host Institution
(language requirements are listed in Appendix A);
e Avalid ID document.

The decision of the selection committee, based on its discretionary evaluation, is final and
cannot be reviewed.

Applications will be reviewed, and grants awarded until the financial resources are exhausted.
Please note: The candidate is entirely responsible for filling out the application form.
Applications that do not result closed online After the expiration of the call, will be considered
void. Applications containing incorrect or untrue data will be void as well. It will not be possible
to subsequently modify or cancel the applications already submitted.

4. Evaluation of Applications and Participant Selection

Applications received will be split and each university will select its own students.
Preselected students will be evaluated by each Host University.

The applicant’'s home university will check eligibility and rank the candidates based on the
following criteria:

a) Academic merit:

1. Weighted grade point average (GPA): Evaluation of academic performance based on the
student's weighted average of completed exams;

2. Academic progression and timeliness: Assessment of the student’s ability to progress
regularly through their academic program, completing exams and coursework within the
expected time frame;

3. Relevant extracurricular experiences: Evaluation of additional activities such as
internships, research projects, academic publications, or other extracurricular experiences
related to the field of study;

b) Language proficiency;

c) Relevance of the proposed study program abroad,;

d) Candidate’s motivation;

e) Priority is given to candidates from linguistic, religious, or other cultural minorities;

f) Efforts will be made to ensure gender balance. An equal number of candidates from both
genders will be admitted. Any remaining position will be reassigned based on the overall
ranking.

5. Acceptance Procedures at the Host University

The host university will contact the candidates to provide the final confirmation of acceptance
and inform candidates of the enrolment procedures.

6. Obligations of Grant Recipients
The mobility can be for extra curricula activity or mobility for study:

6.1 In case of extra curricula activity, a document will report which kind of activity will be
developed and a certificate of participation will be released.
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6.2 In case of mobility for study:
Before Departure

I.Learning Agreement: PNRR/TNE mobility grant recipients must prepare a Learning
Agreement outlining the educational activities to be completed abroad, which the relevant
parties must approve;

During Mobility

i.Arrival Certificate: Upon arrival at the host university, recipients must report to the relevant
office to record their arrival date on the Certificate of Stay, indicating the official start date of
the mobility period;

Amendments to the Learning Agreement: If changes to the Learning Agreement are
necessary during the mobility, the recipient must complete the "During the Mobility" section,
have it signed by the host university, and send the document (including the "Before the
Mobility" section) to their home university’s relevant office;

After Mobility

At the end of the mobility period at the host university, grant recipients must send the following
documents to impact_studentsmobility@uniroma?2.it :

- Confirmation of Stay: Attesting to the start and end dates of the mobility;
- Copy of travel documents or boarding passes;
- Final version of the Learning Agreement.

Transcript of Records (TOR)

At the end of the mobility period, the host universities will issue a Transcript of Records (TOR)
listing the courses attended, the exams taken, the grades received, and the number of credits
earned. This certification will be sent to the student and his/her home university.

For all kind of mobilities:

iv.Mobility Agreement: Grant recipients must sign a mobility agreement with the Italian university
responsible for disbursing the financial support (mobility grant).

v.Study Visa Application: The partner universities will inform incoming grant recipients about
the visa application process. Italian universities will issue a declaration stating the PNRR/TNE
grant amount. The host universities will issue an acceptance letter;

For students conducting thesis research or internships during their mobility, a report from the
supervisor at the host university certifying the work completed will serve as the attendance
certificate.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR VISAS

The laws and regulations on non-EU students’ immigration to the countries participating in
the Programme are related to students' nationality. Therefore, each student is responsible for
collecting information from the relevant diplomatic offices in due time and obtaining the
documents entitling them to enter and stay in the Host Country in due time.
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The student must:

v Check on the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (Ministero degli Affari Esteri e della
Cooperazione Internazionale)’s website for any communications about the safety and
possible risks of traveling to their Host Country: https://www.viaggiaresicuri.it;

v Inform onself and accept the conditions for the mobility to their Host University. For
example, the impossibility to conduct lessons in person but only online (online mobility won’t
be granted financial support), lack of access to basics such as accommodation, canteens, etc
because of epidemics, pandemics or other force majeure reasons;

v Stipulate travel insurance in case of delays or cancellations due to epidemics,
pandemics, or other force majeure reasons;

v Inform oneself about the requirements to obtain a visa for the Host Country;

v Inform themselves about health care in the host country by contacting their local

health authority or diplomatic representatives.
7. Exchange Terms and Conditions

7.1 Scholarship and Financial Support

Participating students will receive a scholarship of €1,500 per month, up to a maximum of €
3.000 for a duration of two months, including travel expenses. If the mobility period exceeds
two months (60 days), the extra period is not funded by this program and will be recorded as
zero grant mobility.

Students who are already at the host university through other mobility grant programs will
receive funding under this program only after the other program and its financial support have
concluded. For these students, the host university may proportionally reduce the amount of
the grant awarded, in consideration of the absence of travel expenses.

In case of a lack of applications, mobility funds not assigned to students can partially cover
extra mobility periods.

7.2 Academic Recognition and Access to Services

The IMPACT partnership commits to certifying course attendance and exams completed by
participating students. The academic credits earned will be recognized by the home
institution, according to its internal regulations.

Students will have access to all services and facilities generally offered to regular students at
the host institution.

7.3 Tuition and Fees

Tuition and other course-related fees will be waived for participating students. Students are
responsible for any additional expenses not covered by this agreement outside of the
scholarship.

7.4 Insurance and Medical Assistance

Each institution participating in the IMPACT network is responsible for ensuring that its
students have adequate accident and civil liability insurance for the duration of their mobility,

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both incoming and outgoing, in accordance with Italian legislation. However, health insurance
is not included. Students must independently secure adequate medical coverage for the
mobility period if not already covered by international agreements.

8. Payment Methods

1. After both parties sign the financial agreement, the students undertaking only the TNE
Mobility (both incoming and outgoing) will receive a first payment at the Bank at the arrival of
the amount of € 999,00. The second payment will be paid on a bank account on SEPA circuit.
Alternatively, the scholarship holder will be required to open a bank account in Italy (in this
case please note that the students must close the bank account at least 15 days before he/she
leaves lItaly);

2. Students who are already at the host Italian university through other mobility grant
programs and students with Italian Bank account will receive a first payment on the Italian
bank account for the 60% of the total amount and the 40% at the end of the mobility;

3. Any grant will be paid after the receipt of the Transcript of Records-TOR. The support
for PhD students will be provided upon submission of the essay for publication;
4. Alternative payment methods can be detailed in accordance with the specific internal

regulations of the receiving institution.

9. Repayment of Grants

If the mobility period is shorter than the minimum limits set in Article 2, the participant will be
required to repay the entire advanced grant.

The difference must be repaid if the advance payment amount exceeds the total grant
calculated based on the actual mobility period. The participant will receive an email with
repayment instructions.

If the participant fails to pass at least one of the exams listed in the Learning Agreement or
its Amendment, they will be required to return the financial support received.

Participants in mobility for internships or thesis research must provide proof of attendance at
the laboratory or internship. Failure to provide this certificate will require repayment of the
financial support received.

10. Other Contributions

The financial support provided by the PNRR/TNE IMPACT international mobility project is
compatible with other grants provided by regional authorities or other entities, as long as these
funds do not originate from European sources, in compliance with the ban on double funding.
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11.Recognition of Educational Activities Undertaken During Mobility

At the end of the mobility period, the partner universities guarantee full recognition of the
academic activities completed abroad and certified by the host university through the
Transcript of Records (TOR). Recognition of study periods will be carried out following each
university's internal regulations.

12. Safety Conditions

All mobility is subject to an assessment of the security conditions in the destination countries
based on local and national provisions. The guidelines of the Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs
and International Cooperation (MAECI) will be followed for students departing from Italian
universities.

The PNRR/TNE IMPACT Commission reserves the right to exclude applications to countries
or regions deemed unsafe due to political crises, armed conflicts, or humanitarian crises.
